	The Protection of Badgers Act 1992 fully protects badgers and their setts and makes it an offence to kill, injure or take a badger, to cruelly ill-treat a badger or to interfere with a badger sett.

Under Section 10(1)(a) of the Act, Natural England has authority to issue licences to kill or take badgers or to interfere with a sett for scientific or educational purposes or for the conservation of badgers.

Under Section 10(1)(b) of the Act, Natural England has authority to issue licences to take, possess or to sell badgers for the purpose of any zoological gardens or collection specified in a licence.

Under Section 10(1)(c) of the Act, Natural England has authority to issue licences to take badgers for the purpose of ringing and marking and to mark such badgers or to attach to them any ring, tag or marking device as specified in a licence.   
Section 3 of the Protection of Badgers Act defines ‘interference’ as:

a) damaging a badger sett

b) destroying a badger sett

c) obstructing access to, or any entrance of, a badger sett

d) causing a dog to enter a sett, or

e) disturbing a badger when it is occupying a badger sett
